PORT DISTRICT

SITUATED WITHIN THE COMMUNITIES OF GRANITE CITY, MADISON AND VENICE, ILLINOIS

THE TRI-CITY REGIONAL PORT DISTRICT is located three miles
north of downtown St. Louis, Missouri. Highway access to the Port is
excellent. lllinois Route 3, a four-lane, limited access highway is located
immediately east of and adjacent to the Port District. Interstate 270 is
located four miles north and |-255 is located a total of eight miles from
the Port. Interstate 70 is located two miles southwest of the Port, and
from there, Interstates 64 and 55 are an additional three miles and
Interstate 44 is an additional 4.5 miles. All of the region’s interstates are
accessible within 15 minutes.

The Port is perfectly positioned with respect to rail. The north harbor

is served by Norfolk Southern Corporation. The southern portion

of the property is served by Terminal Railroad Association, a Class Il
carrier that is owned by five Class | rail carriers: Union Pacific Railroad,
Burlington Northern & Santa Fe Railway, CSX Transportation, Canadian
National Railway and Norfolk Southern Corporation. This short line
connection allows the direct connection to these rail carriers.
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From ariver perspective, the Tri-City Port is located on the Mississippi
River at River Mile 185.5; that is, the Port is located 185.5 miles north of
the mouth of the Ohio River at Cairo, lllinois. The Port also is located at
Locks #27—the last lock on the Mississippi River heading south.
